WHATGS I N A NAME?

We have all become quite used to the name of our village, Cemaes Bay. The most northerly village in Wales, but did you
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know that the name Cemaes Bay is a fairly modern name for the village. On some old maps by John Speed called the

village KEMYS. The name accepted by academics such as Melville Richard is CEMAIS which means bend or turn in the

river.

The name of the river which flows into the sea at Cemaes is THE RIVER WYGYR. It starts its journey to the sea at the
foot of Parys Mountain, it meanders its way past the old Shell Tank farm where it is joined by another small stream from

the Fodol Lake, the name WYGYR means where two rivers meet.

Did you know that the name of the brickworks down by the river is THE KLONDYKE BRICKWORKS and that it had a

continuous process kiln called a HOFFMAN KILN with 14 chambers capable of producing 50,000 bricks a week. Bricks

were carried in trucks on the railtrack from the brickworks to the harbour, returning full of coal to fire the kiln, the

trucks were horsedrawn. A 1000 bricks cost £4. Gwilym lorwerth

GARDEN NOTES FOR APRIL

As spring starts to arrive and plants begin to grow again it is important to remove weeds
before they have a chance to flower and seed again. Spring clean paths and patios to
remove slippery moss and algae.

When bulbs finish remove flower heads and allow leaves to die down to turn yellow
before them , a general fertiliser around the bulbs will help them bulk up to perform

well next year.

Summer annual plug plants are now available in shops and garden centres, be wary o
planting them too soon, keep them under cover and acclimatise them before planting out.
